SALUTOS AMIGOS three to four wide at the rear early on, came under urging three furlongs from home, angled out eight wide at the head of
the stretch, offered up a good kick to close with a fury down the center of the course overhauling the front a sixteenth from home and edged away
going away to the wire. ALWAYS SUNSHINE just off the pace in pursuit just off the inside, came under coaxing three furlongs from home, swung
just off the inside into upper stretch, angled out two paths for a clear lane, rallied and was in the midst of seizing command splitting rivals a sixteenth
out when the aforementioned foe went on by on the outside, offered up good energy to secure the place honors. STALLWALKIN' DUDE stacked
four wide in range of the front, got coaxed along from the seven-sixteenths, continued four wide into upper stretch, rallied to seize narrow
command a furlong out, knocked heads through to the sixteenth marker with MEWANNAROSE vying for command to his inside, got split by
ALWAYS SUNSHINE between as the eventual winner overhauled the trio at that station, ran on through the drive with good energy to procure
the show honors. MEWANNAROSE bobbled shortly after the start, prompted the pace of DADS CAPS under urging with five-sixteenths to run,
angled three wide for home, fought head to head from the top of the lane through to the sixteenth pole heads apart for command before being
outfinished in the very late stages. NUBIN RIDGE three wide in pursuit from near the rear, got put to encouragement three furlongs from home,
angled five to six wide at the head of the stretch, kicked on belatedly but could not impact the top four. SPARTIATIS chased the pace along the
inside under encouragement from the midway point on the turn, cut the corner into upper stretch, weakened in the final eighth. LOKI'S
VENGEANGE stacked five wide in mid pack albeit in range of the front, came under urging four wide three furlongs from home, spun five wide at
the quarter pole, weakened in the drive. ANGRY MOON chased just off the inside from midpack, came under a ride at the three-eighths, swung
three wide into upper stretch and tired. DADS CAPS cut the pace inside under pressure initially from a trio stacked out across the track, got
hounded by MEWANNAROSE through the turn, cut the corner roused into upper stretch digging in to fend off a pair of initial challengers, got
headed just outside the eighth pole, faltered in the final furlong. ALEX THE TERROR four wide near the rear, came under brief coaxing three
furlongs out, angled out eight to nine wide into upper stretch getting briefly asked for a response at that juncture, then was not persevered with
through the stretch, not responding on this particular day. WACO hustled from the gate, showed brief speed three wide between foes, was briefly
taken in hand in tight just past the seven-sixteenths before again being roused to a drive, faded through the latter portion of the turn and swung
seven wide into upper stretch, then tired in the lane.
